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The project design will respond to, and be coordinated with, the 
long-term goals of each neighborhood and the expected or potential 
future developments along the alignment. Significant planning work 
has been done in most of the districts and some of the private 
property along the alignment and serves to guide many of the design 
decisions for the project. A summary of these plans is provided in 
Appendix C posted on trimet.org/pm.
